

Pursuant to Article 34 of the Law on Election of Members of Parliament (“RS Official Gazette” Nos 35/00, 57/03 – Constitutional Court Decision, 72/03 – amended by other law, 18/04, 85/05 – amended by other law, 101/05 – amended by other law, 104/09 – amended by other law, 28/11 – Constitutional Court Decision, and 36/11) and Article 2 of the Instructions for conducting the election for Members of the National Assembly called for 24 April 2016 (“RS Official Gazette” No 22/16), 

The Republic Electoral Commission, at the sitting held on 8 March 2016, issued the following 

I N S T R U C T I O N S 

for conducting voting at election for Members of the  

National Assembly, called for 24 April 2016, 

in the territory of Autonomous Province of Kosovo and Metohija

Introductory provision

Article 1 


These Instructions shall regulate in more detail the conducting of voting at the election for Members of the National Assembly, called for 24 April 2016, in the territory of Autonomous Province of Kosovo and Metohija, as an integral part of the Republic of Serbia, in the situation where without cooperation with the OSCE Mission it is not possible to guarantee the security of conducting the election procedure.

Authorities for conducting the election

Article 2 


Authorities for conducting the election in the territory of Autonomous Province of Kosovo and Metohija shall be the Republic Electoral Commission and polling committees. 
Republic Electoral Commission 
Article 3 


The Republic Electoral Commission shall perform the tasks specified by the Law on Election of Members of Parliament, the Instructions for conducting the election for members of the National Assembly called for 24 April 2016, and these Instructions.

Polling committees

Article 4 


Polling committees shall perform the tasks specified by the Law on Election of Members of Parliament, Instructions for conducting the election for members of the National Assembly called for 24 April 2016, these Instructions, and the Rules whereby the Republic Electoral Commission regulates in more detail the work of polling committees for conducting the election for Members of the National Assembly.
Polling committee composition 

Article 5 


(1) Polling committee shall be made up of three members.


(2) Polling committee shall be appointed at the proposal of parliamentary groups in the National Assembly, proportionally to their representation in the National Assembly on the day the election is called, where no single parliamentary group, or several parliamentary groups made up of the political parties forming a coalition of political parties, may have more than half of the members in any polling committee. 

(3) Decision on forming the polling committees and appointing members of polling committees shall be made by the Republic Electoral Commission no later than 12 midnight on 13 April 2016.


(4) Proposal for appointing the members of polling committees shall be submitted by parliamentary groups to the Republic Electoral Commission no later than 10 April 2016.


(5) The Republic Electoral Commission will determine in a timely manner the numerical presentation of criteria for appointing the members of polling committees. 
Working bodies of the Republic Electoral Commission

Article 6 


(1) For each of the administrative districts in the territory of Autonomous Province of Kosovo and Metohija the Republic Electoral Commission shall form working bodies of the Republic Electoral Commission (hereinafter: working bodies), which are not the authorities for conducting the election, but perform administrative and technical tasks delegated to them by the Republic Electoral Commission.


(2) Working bodies shall provide administrative-technical assistance to polling committees when determining the results of voting and for delivery and receipt of electoral material between the Republic Electoral Commission and polling committees.


(3) The working body for each administrative district shall be made up of six members.


(4) A working body shall be made of members appointed at the proposal of parliamentary groups in the National Assembly proportionately to their representation in the National Assembly on the day the election is called, where no parliamentary group, or several parliamentary groups made up of political parties forming a coalition of political parties, may have more than half of the members in each working body.

(5) Decision on forming the working bodies shall be made by the Republic Electoral Commission no later than 12 midnight on 13 April 2016.


(6) Proposal for appointing the members of working bodies shall be submitted to the Republic Electoral Commission by parliamentary groups no later than 10 April 2016. 

(7) The Republic Electoral Commission will determine in a timely manner the numerical presentation of criteria for appointing the members of working bodies.

Polling stations

Article 7 


(1) At the proposal of the Office for Kosovo and Metohija, the Republic Electoral Commission will determine the polling stations in the territory of Autonomous Province of Kosovo and Metohija where the election for Members of the National Assembly will be conducted.


(2) When determining the polling stations special care will be taken of the security situation in the territory of Autonomous Province of Kosovo and Metohija. 


(3) Decision on determining the polling stations referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article shall be made by the Republic Electoral Commission no later than 12 midnight on 3 April 2016.

Delivering electoral material to polling committees prior to voting

Article 8 


(1) Electoral material for voting in the territory of Autonomous Province of Kosovo and Metohija shall be delivered by the Republic Electoral Commission coordinators directly to the polling committees in the municipality of Raška, or the town of Vranje, on 20 April 2016. 


(2) Delivery and receipt of the electoral material shall be covered by a protocol in the prescribed form (NPRS KiM-1/16).


(3) All members of the polling committee shall have the right and duty to be present at the time of receipt of electoral material. 


(4) The OSCE will take care of the secure transport of electoral material from administrative crossing to the polling stations. 
Delivering electoral material directly to the Republic Electoral Commission coordinator after voting 
Article 9 


(1) After closing the polling station, members of the polling committee shall carry out the following actions:


1) place the unused paper ballots for the election of Members of the National Assembly into a special envelope and seal it;


2) without delay, transport the sealed ballot box along with all the used ballot papers, with an excerpt from electoral roll and the sealed envelope containing unused ballot papers, to the municipality of Raška, or to the town of Vranje, where it is to be delivered to the Republic Electoral Commission coordinators.

(2) Each member of the polling committee shall have the right and duty to supervise the transportation of the ballot box and other electoral material from the polling station to the municipality of Raška, or to the town of Vranje.


(3) OSCE will take care of the secure transport of electoral material from administrative crossing to the polling stations, or from the polling stations to the administrative crossing.


(4) Delivery and receipt of the electoral material referred to in paragraph 1, point 2) of this Article shall be covered by a protocol in the prescribed form (NPRS KiM-2/16). 


(5) All three members of the polling committee shall have the right and duty to be present at delivery of the electoral material to the Republic Electoral Commission coordinator. 

Determining voting results 

Article 10 


(1) The Republic Electoral Commission coordinators will organise for the members of the polling committees in the municipality of Raška, or in the town of Vranje, to open the ballot boxes, determine the results of the election for Members of the National Assembly, and complete the protocol on work of the polling committee in the form prescribed by the Instructions for conducting the election for Members of the National Assembly called for 24 April 2016 (Form NPRS-14/16), as well as for the electoral material with protocols on work of the polling committees to be transported to the registered office of the Republic Electoral Commission.


(2) The rules by which the Republic Electoral Commission regulates in more detail the work of polling committees on conducting the election for Members of the National Assembly shall apply mutatis mutandis to conducting the election at the polling stations and to determining the voting results at all the polling stations in the territory of Autonomous Province of Kosovo and Metohija. 
Forms for performing specific electoral actions 

Article 11 


Specific actions referred to in these Instructions will be performed in accordance with the forms that are an integral part of these Instructions:


1. Protocol on delivery and receipt of electoral material prior to voting between the Republic Electoral Commission coordinator and polling committee in the territory of Autonomous Province of Kosovo and Metohija (NPRS KiM-1/16);


2. Protocol o delivery and receipt of electoral material after voting between the polling committee in the territory of Autonomous Province of Kosovo and Metohija and the Republic Electoral Commission coordinator (NPRS KiM-2/16).

Final provisions 

Article 12


To all the other issues not regulated by these Instructions the provisions of the Instructions for conducting the election for members of the National Assembly called for 24 April 2016 shall apply mutatis mutandis. 

Article 13


These Instructions shall come into force on the date of its publication into the “Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia”.
