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Pursuant to Article 34 of the Law on the Election of Members of Parliament („Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbiaˮ, numbers 35/00, 57/03 – decision of the Constitutional Court, 72/03 – other law, 18/04, 85/05 – other law, 101/05 – other law, 104/09 – other law, 28/11 – decision of the Constitutional Court, and 36/11), and in conformity with Articles 8 and 15 of the Law on Local Elections („Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbiaˮ, numbers 129/07, 34/10 – Constitutional Court and 54/11), 

the Republic Electoral Commission passed at its session held on 7 March 2016 the 
D E C I S I O N 
ON COORDINATED CONDUCT OF THE ELECTION OF MEMBERS OF PARLIAMENT AND OF COMMITTEE MEMBERS OF LOCAL SELF-GOVERNMENT UNITS, CALLED FOR 24 APRIL 2016
Article 1


This Decision governs the issues relevant for coordinated conduct of the election of members of parliament and committee members of local self-government units called for 24 April 2016. 
Article 2


All elections shall be carried out at the polling places determined by the Republic Electoral Commission, in accordance with the Law on the Election of Members of parliament and the Instruction for Conduct of the Election of Members of parliament and the Instruction for Conduct of the Election of Members of parliament called for 24 April 2016 („Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia“, number 22/16).

Article 3


The color of voting ballots to vote on in electing the committee members of a local self-government unit, and the color of the check lists serving to control the appropriate condition of the ballot box must differ from the colors determined by the Decision of the Republic Electoral Commission determining the colors of the voting ballot and the color of the control list for controlling the appropriate condition of the ballot box, for voting in the election of members of parliament called for 24 April 2016 („Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia“, number 22/16).
Article 4

The elections of members of parliament and of committee members of parliaments of local self-government units called for 24 April 2016 shall be conducted by the electoral committees set up by the Republic Electoral Commission in conformity with the rules prescribed by the Republic Electoral Commission for the work of the electoral committees with respect to coordinated conduct of all elections on 24 April 2016. 
Article 5

(1) Electoral committees in their standing composition are set up in conformity with the Law on the Election of members of parliament  and the Instruction for conducting the election of members of parliament called for 24 April 2016 (hereinafter: the Instruction).

(2) Notwithstanding the provision of paragraph 1 of this Article, in ethnically mixed self-government units, within the meaning of Article 98, paragraph 2 of the Law on Local Self-Government („Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia“, number 129/07), deputy chairpersons of the electoral committees are appointed at the proposal of the political parties represented in the parliament of the local self-government unit proportionately to their representation in the local parliament.

(3) Political parties from paragraph 2 of this Article have a duty to make their proposals for deputy chairpersons of the electoral committees in accordance with Article 17, paragraph 3 of the Instruction and send them to the working body of the Republic Electoral Commission, set up for each self-government unit, by 8 April 2016. 

(4) If a political party in the parliament of the local self-government unit fails to timely send to the working body the proposal for appointment of deputy chairperson, the Republic Electoral Commission shall nominate as deputy chairperson of the electoral committee the person appropriate for discharging this duty.


(5) In order for the Republic Electoral Commission to be able to make a numerical outline of the principles for appointment of members and alternate members of the electoral committees in their standing composition, referred to in Article 15 of the Instruction, heads of the administrations of ethnically mixed local self-government units have a duty to send to the Republic Electoral Commission by no later than 14 March 2016 the committee structure of the parliament of local self-government unit per political  parties (not per committee groups) as at the date of calling the election of committee members.

Article 6

(1) Submitters of the lists of candidates for election of members of parliament and submitters of the list of candidates for election of committee members have the right to be a member and alternate member of the electoral committee in its expanded composition, provided they have not submitted a list of candidates for the election of members of parliament.


(2) Each submitter of a list of candidates may propose only one member and one alternate member of the electoral committee in its expanded composition.


(3) If two or more political parties in coalition submit a list of candidates for members of parliament, and submit independently a list of candidates for committee members in a municipality/town parliament, they will jointly be entitled to only one member and one alternate member of the electoral committee in its expanded composition.


(4) If political parties submit independently the electoral lists of candidates for members of parliament, and submit as coalition a list of candidates for committee members in a municipality/town parliament or in a town municipality parliament, each political party shall be entitled to propose one member and one alternate member of the electoral committee in its expanded composition.


(5) If two or several political parties in coalition submit a list of candidates for members of parliament, and submit a list of candidates for committee members in the parliament of a municipality/town in a different coalition and/or different coalitions, they will jointly be entitled to one member and one alternate member only of the electoral committee in its expanded composition. 

(6) If two or several political parties in coalition submit a list of candidates for members of parliament and for committee members in the town parliament, and submit independently a list of candidates for committee members in the town/ municipality parliament, they will jointly be entitled to one member and one alternate member only of the electoral committee in its expanded composition.


(7) If two or several political parties in coalition submit electoral list of candidates for members of parliament and submit independently the lists of candidates for committee members in the parliament of a town municipality, they will jointly be entitled to one member and one alternate member only of the electoral committee in its expanded composition. 

(8) If political parties submit independently electoral list of candidates for members of parliament and for committee members in the city parliament, and submit in coalition a list of electoral candidates for committee members in the municipality parliament, the political parties will be entitled to propose, each, one member and one alternate member of the electoral committee in its expanded composition.  


(9) If two or several political parties that have not submitted the lists of candidates for members of parliament submit in coalition a list of candidates for committee members in a town parliament, and submit independently a list of electoral candidates, they will be entitled to one member and one alternate member of the electoral committee in its expanded composition.


(10) If the political parties that have not submitted the lists of candidates for members of parliament submit independently the electoral list of candidates for committee members in the town parliament, but submit in coalition the electoral list of candidates for committee members in the parliament of the town municipality, the political parties will be entitled, each, to propose one member and one alternate member of the electoral committee in its expanded composition.

Article 7

Members of the electoral committee in its expanded composition, appointed at the proposal of the submitters of the lists of candidates for the election of committee members cannot participate in determining the voting results for the election of members of parliament.

Article 8

(1) Once the list of candidates for committee members is declared, the municipal/town electoral commission and/or electoral commissions of town municipalities (hereinafter: local electoral commissions) will promptly send to the Republic Electoral Commission the ruling saying that the requirements are fulfilled or not fulfilled for the submitter of such list of candidates to propose his/her representatives in the electoral committee in expanded composition, within the meaning of Article 14, paragraphs 1 and 2, and Article 16, paragraph 3 of the Law on Local Elections. 

(2) Local electoral commissions have a duty to submit to the Republic Electoral Commission consolidated lists of candidates for committee members promptly after they have been determined or by no later than 14 April 2016. 


(3) The Republic Electoral Commission will send to local electoral commissions the decision declaring the lists of candidates for members of parliament  promptly following their adoption, in order for the local electoral commissions to be able to determine who of the submitters of the lists of candidates for committee members do not fulfill the requirements for proposing members and alternate members of the electoral committee in expanded composition, within the meaning of Article 8, paragraph 6 of the Law on Local Elections and in accordance with Article 6 of this decision.


(4) In the case of declaration of coalition lists of candidates, local electoral commissions have a duty to send to the Republic Electoral Commission, along with the decision from paragraph 1 of this Article, the agreement on formation of party coalition.
Article 9

A submitter of the electoral list of candidates for electoral committee member who fulfils the requirements for having the representative in the expanded composition of the electoral committee, shall send the information about his/her representatives in the manner set forth by Articles 23 and 24 of the Instruction.
Article 10

(1) The remuneration for the work of members of the electoral committee in its standing composition, as well as the work of members of the electoral committee in its expanded composition, to which they were appointed at the proposal of the submitter of the electoral list of candidates for members of parliament, is provided for by the Republic Electoral Commission in accordance with a special decision of the Republic Electoral Commission.

(2) The remuneration for the work of members of the electoral committee in its expanded composition, appointed at the proposal of the submitters of the electoral list of candidates for committee members of a municipality/town parliament, who are not deemed to be submitters of the electoral list of candidates for members of parliament, is provided for by the electoral commission of the local self-government unit. 
Article 11

(1) If the Republic Electoral Commission annuls the election of members of parliament at a certain polling place, it will dismiss the electoral committee and appoint a new one that will conduct the voting anew.

(2) If at the polling place, where voting is to be repeated for the election of members of parliament, needs to be also repeated the voting for the election of committee members, local electoral commission will notify the Republic Electoral Commission thereof without delay.

(3) If at a certain polling place needs to be repeated the voting for the election of committee members only, local electoral commission will set up a new electoral committee to conduct the voting anew, taking into account that the function of the electoral committee set up by the Republic Electoral Commission discontinued with the finalization of the election of members for parliament at that polling place. 
Article 12

If elections of members of parliament are held simultaneously with the elections of members of parliament of the Autonomous Province of Vojvodina, this decision shall apply accordingly to such elections, too, in accordance with the decision of the Parliament of the Autonomous Province of Vojvodina on the election of members of parliament of the Autonomous Province of Vojvodina („Official Gazette of the Autonomous Province of Vojvodina“, number 23/14).
Article 13


This Decision shall be published in the „Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbiaˮ.
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
