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Pursuant to Article 34 of the Law on Election of Members of Parliament (“RS Official Gazette” Nos 35/00, 57/03 – Constitutional Court Decision, 72/03 – amended by other law, 18/04, 85/05 – amended by other law, 101/05 – amended by other law, 104/09 – amended by other law, 28/11 – Constitutional Court Decision, and 36/11),

The Republic Electoral Commission, at the sitting held on 4 March 2016, issued the following 
INSTRUCTIONS 
FOR CONDUCTING ELECTION FOR MEMBERS OF THE NATIONAL ASSEMBLY
CALLED FOR 24 APRIL 2016
I. INTRODUCTORY PROVISIONS 
Article 1 
(1) These Instructions shall regulate in more detail the procedure of conducting the election for Members of the National Assembly, called for 24 April 2016. 
(2) If the elections for councillors in municipal/town assemblies and assemblies of city municipalities, or election for members of an autonomous province assembly are held concurrently with the election for the Members of the National Assembly, the Republic Electoral Commission will regulate, by way of a separate act, the issues of importance for coordinated implementation of all the elections called. 
Article 2 
For conducting elections in the territory of the Autonomous Province of Kosovo and Metohija, the Republic Electoral Commission may issue special rules for designating polling stations, forming authorities and bodies for conducting the elections, as well as delivery and receipt of electoral materials where it is necessary for safely conducting the election process.

II. AUTHORITIES AND BODIES FOR CONDUCTING ELECTION
Article 3 
(1) Authorities for conducting the election shall be the Republic Electoral Commission and polling committees. 
(2) Authorities for conducting the election shall work in permanent and expanded compositions. 
(3) The member of authorities for conducting the election in expanded composition, determined in accordance with the Law on Election of Members of Parliament, shall be appointed by the Republic Electoral Commission at the proposal of the submitter of the proclaimed electoral list for MPs.

(4) A person with electoral rights who is not an MP candidate, a representative of the submitter of electoral list, or a person authorised to submit an electoral list, may be proposed for the member of authorities for conducting the election in expanded composition and of working bodies. 
Republic Electoral Commission
Article 4
(1) The Republic Electoral Commission shall perform the tasks specified by the Law on Election of Members of Parliament and these Instructions.

(2) The Republic Electoral Commission may authorise its member or deputy member (hereinafter: the Republic Electoral Commission Coordinator) to perform, on behalf of the Republic Electoral Commission, certain activities in the administrative district, City of Belgrade or abroad, that are related to organising and preparing the election.  
Expanded composition of the Republic Electoral Commission
Article 5 

(1) Each submitter of the proclaimed electoral list for MPs shall be entitled to have a member and deputy member in the Republic Electoral Commission in expanded composition.


(2) Only a person with electoral rights and a degree in law may be designated for a member and deputy member of the Republic Electoral Commission in expanded composition. 
(3) Proposal for appointing a member and deputy member of the Republic Electoral Commission in expanded composition is to include the name and surname of such person, his unique citizen registration number (hereinafter: JMBG), domicile and address, contact number of mobile telephone, and e-mail address.
(4) The proposal for appointing a member and deputy member of the Republic Electoral Commission in expanded composition shall be accompanied by certificate on his electoral rights and evidence on appropriate qualifications held.

(5) The Republic Electoral Commission shall decide on the proposal referred to in paragraph 3 of this Article within 24 hours of the time of its receipt. 
Working bodies of the Republic Electoral Commission
Article 6 
(1) The Republic Electoral Commission shall form the working bodies of the Republic Electoral Commission (hereinafter: the working bodies) in local self-government units no later than 21 March 2016. 
(2) For the City of Belgrade, working bodies shall be formed for each city municipality. 
(3) Working bodies shall not be authorities for conducting the election, but bodies exclusively performing the tasks specified by these Instructions.
(4) Working bodies shall collect and combine proposals for permanent and expanded compositions of the polling committee (except for the permanent and expanded compositions of polling committees in the institutions for execution of penitentiary sanctions and polling committees abroad), accept electoral material from the Republic Electoral Commission Coordinator, deliver the electoral material to polling committees prior to voting, take over the electoral material from polling committees after the voting and deliver it to the Republic Electoral Commission coordinators and inform the Republic Electoral Commission of the voting process, in accordance with the special act of the Republic Electoral Commission.

(5) The conditions for work of the working bodies shall be provided by the municipal/town administrations. 
Working body composition 
Article 7 
(1) The working body shall be made up of working body members and working body coordinator. 
(2) Working body members shall be appointed at the proposal of parliamentary groups in the National Assembly, proportionally to their representation in the National Assembly on the day the election is called, where no parliamentary group or several parliamentary groups made up of parties forming a political coalition of parties may have more than half of the members in each working body. 
(3) For working body coordinator the Republic Electoral Commission shall appoint the head of municipal/town administration or head of general administration (hereinafter: head of administration). 
(4) If head of administration is unable to perform the duty of working body coordinator, his deputy shall be appointed to the working body, and if deputy head of administration is unable to perform the duty of working body coordinator, then the head of administration shall propose for the working body coordinator a person employed with the municipal/town administration. 
(5) When proposing candidates for working body members, advantage is to be given to persons holding a university degree and with experience in conducting elections.
Number of working body members 
Article 8 
(1) In municipalities/towns with up to 30 polling stations, working bodies shall have three members. 
(2) In municipalities/towns with 30 to 60 polling stations, working bodies shall have five members. 
(3) In municipalities/towns with 60 to 100 polling stations, working bodies shall have seven members. 
(4) In municipalities/towns with 100 and more polling stations, working bodies shall have nine members. 
Proposing working body members
Article 9 
(1) Proposals for appointing working body members shall be made in accordance with numerical presentation of criteria for appointing working body members, which is determined by the Republic Electoral Commission and provided to the parliamentary groups in a timely manner. 
(2) Proposals for appointing working body members shall be submitted by parliamentary groups directly to the Republic Electoral Commission no later than 18 March 2016, in the tabular form supplied by the Republic Electoral Commission.
(3) Proposal for appointment of working body members shall be submitted by the parliamentary group head or person he has authorised to do so.
(4) Proposal for appointment of working body members is to include the person’s name and surname, JMBG, domicile and address, contact mobile telephone number, and e-mail address.
(5) If a parliamentary group should fail to submit a proposal for appointment of a working body member in a timely manner, the Republic Electoral Commission will appoint for a working body member a person appropriate for performing such duty.

Polling committees 

Article 10 
(1) Polling committees shall be formed by the Republic Electoral Commission in accordance with the Law on Election of Members of Parliament and these Instructions. 
(2) Polling committees shall perform tasks specified by the Law on Election of Members of Parliament, these Instructions and Rules on work of polling committees.
Permanent composition of polling committees 
Article 11
(1) Polling committee in permanent composition shall be made up of chairperson, two members and their deputies. 
(2) Decision on forming polling committees and appointing chairpersons and members of polling committees in permanent composition shall be issued by the Republic Electoral Commission no later than midnight of 13 April 2016.

Article 12 
(1) Chairpersons, deputy chairpersons, members and deputy members of polling committees in permanent composition shall be appointed at the proposal of parliamentary groups in the National Assembly.

(3) Number of places of chairpersons, deputy chairpersons, members and deputy members making up the permanent composition of all polling committees in the territory of a specific municipality/town to be taken up by each of the parliamentary groups in the National Assembly must be proportionate to their representation in the National Assembly on the day the election is called. 
Article 13 
(1) If a parliamentary group should have more than half of the total number of MPs such a group shall be entitled to propose a chairperson and two deputy members in one half of polling committees and a deputy chairperson, one member and deputy of the other member in the other half of the polling committees. 
(2) The remaining places in polling committees shall be distributed among other parliamentary groups, in proportion with their representation in the National Assembly on the day the election is called. 
Article 14 
(1) If a coalition of political parties whose parliamentary groups jointly have more than half of the total number of MPs should take part in the election, all such parliamentary groups jointly, each in proportion to its representation in the National Assembly on the day the election is called, shall be entitled to propose a chairperson and two deputy members in one half of polling committees and a deputy chairperson, one member and deputy of the other member in the other half of polling committees. 

(2) The remaining places in polling committees shall be distributed among other parliamentary groups, in proportion with their representation in the National Assembly on the day the election is called.

Article 15 
Proposals for appointing the chairperson, deputy chairperson, members and deputy members of polling committees shall be made in accordance with numerical presentation of criteria for appointing members of polling committees per municipalities/towns, which is determined by the Republic Electoral Commission and provided to the National Assembly parliamentary groups in a timely manner.

Article 16 
(1) When defining the proposal of the candidate for a polling committee chairperson, the parliamentary group is to give advantage to a person holding a university degree and with experience in conducting elections.

(2) Head of administration or a person designated by him shall organise by 19 April 2016 the training for polling committee chairpersons and deputy chairpersons for conducting the voting at polling stations and implementation of rules on the work of polling committees. 
(3) Head of administration shall submit a written report to the Republic Electoral Commission on the training held no later than 21 April 2016.
(4) The report referred to in paragraph 3 of this Article is to include data on the time and venue for the training, the trainer, names of the polling committee chairpersons and deputy chairpersons present, brief summary of the course of training and the issues that were considered in particular or any issues assessed as disputable. 
Article 17 

(1) Proposal for appointing members of polling committees in permanent composition shall be made for each unit of local self-government separately. 
(2) For the City of Belgrade, proposals for appointing members of polling committees in permanent composition shall be made separately for each city municipality.
(3) Proposal for appointing members of polling committees in permanent composition should include for every person proposed: name and surname, a parent’s name, JMBG, domicile and address, and contact telephone number.
Article 18 
(1) Proposals for appointing members of polling committees in permanent composition shall be submitted by parliamentary groups to the working bodies by 8 April 2016. 
(2) Proposal for appointing members of polling committees in permanent composition shall be submitted by a parliamentary group head or the person he has authorised to do so. 
(3) The parliamentary group head shall deliver to the Republic Electoral Commission by 5 April 2016 the list of persons authorised for a specific municipality/town to submit proposals for appointing members of polling committees in permanent composition, in the table prepared by the Republic Electoral Commission. 
(4) For every person authorised to submit the proposal for appointing members of polling committees in permanent composition the following is to be stated: name and surname, JMBG, domicile address, contact mobile telephone number and name of the municipality/town for which the authorisation is granted.

(5) Authorisation for proposing members of polling committees in permanent composition may not be transferred to a third party. 
Article 19 

(1) Working body shall combine all the received proposals for appointing members of polling committees in permanent composition and deliver the combined proposal to the Republic Electoral Commission no later than 10 April 2016, exclusively in the table supplied by the Republic Electoral Commission. 


(2) If a parliamentary group should fail to deliver to the working body in a timely manner the proposal for appointing members of the polling committee in permanent composition, the Republic Electoral Commission shall appoint a person appropriate for performing this duty into the permanent composition of the polling committee. 
Article 20 
(1) Members of polling committees in permanent composition within the institutions for execution of penitentiary sanctions shall be appointed at the proposal of the Ministry of Justice in such a manner that there shall be among them no persons working in the Ministry of Justice or casting their ballot in the institution. 
(2) Members of polling committees in permanent composition abroad shall be appointed at the proposal of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, if possible from among the ranks of voters resident abroad, and the chairperson of the polling committee shall be appointed, as a rule, from the ranks of employees of the diplomatic-consular representative office of the Republic of Serbia abroad (hereinafter: diplomatic and consular representative office) who hold a university degree in law.  
(3) Proposals for appointing members of polling committees in permanent composition within institutions for execution of penitentiary sanctions or abroad shall be delivered to the Republic Electoral Commission by the Ministry of Justice and Ministry of Foreign Affairs no later than 10 April 2016. 
Expanded composition of the polling committee
Article 21 
(1) Expanded composition of the polling committee shall be made up of representatives of the submitters of electoral lists of MP candidates, determined in accordance with the Law on Election of Members of Parliament.

(2) If the elections for councillors in municipal/town assemblies and assemblies of city municipalities, or election for members of an autonomous province assembly are held concurrently with the election for the members of the National Assembly, the submitter of electoral list at those elections, if he did not submit the electoral list of MP candidates, shall also be entitled to propose members and deputy members of polling committees in expanded composition, in accordance with the Law, special act of the Republic Electoral Commission regulating the issues of importance for conducting all the called elections in a coordinated manner, and an act of the authorities for conducting the election for autonomous province assembly members. 
Article 22 
Each submitter of electoral list may propose only one member and one deputy member for the expanded composition of the polling committee.

Article 23 
(1) Proposal for appointing members of polling committees in expanded composition shall be made by the submitter of electoral list for each local self-government unit separately. 
(2) For the City of Belgrade, proposals for appointing members of polling committees in expanded composition shall be made separately for every city municipality.

(3) Proposal for appointing members of polling committees in expanded composition is to include the name and surname, a parent’s name, JMBG, and domicile and address for each member and deputy member of the polling committee. 
Article 24 
(1) Proposals for appointing members of polling committees in expanded composition shall be delivered to the working bodies by submitters of electoral lists no later than 10 a.m. on 18 April 2016. 
(2) Proposal for appointing members of polling committees in expanded composition shall be submitted by a person authorised for submitting the electoral list, or the person he has authorised to do so. 
(3) The person authorised to  submit the electoral list shall deliver to the Republic Electoral Commission by 13 April 2016 the list of persons authorised for a specific municipality/town to submit proposals for appointing members of polling committees in expanded composition, in tabular form as prepared by the Republic Electoral Commission. 
(4) For each person authorised to propose members of polling committees in expanded composition the following is to be supplied: name and surname, JMBG, domicile address, contact mobile telephone number, and the name of municipality/town for which the authorisation is issued. 
(5) Authorisation for submitting proposals for members of polling committees in expanded composition may not be transferred to a third party.

Article 25 
Proposal for appointing members of polling committees in expanded composition within an institution for execution of penitentiary sanctions and of polling committees abroad shall be delivered by the submitter of electoral list of MP candidates directly to the Republic Electoral Commission no later than 10 a.m. on 18 April 2016. 
Article 26 
(1) Working body shall combine all received proposals for appointing members of polling committees in expanded composition and deliver such combined proposal to the Republic Electoral Commission no later than 5 p. m. on 18 April 2016, exclusively in the form of a table supplied to the working body for that purpose by the Republic Electoral Commission. 
(2) The Republic Electoral Commission shall appoint members and deputy members of polling committees in expanded composition no later than 12 midnight on 19 April 2016. 
(3) If a submitter of electoral list should not submit the proposal for a member of a polling committee in expanded composition by 18 April 2016, the polling committee shall work and decide validly without a representative of that submitter of electoral list, in accordance with the law. 
Verifying electoral rights of polling committee members 

Article 27 
(1) Only persons with electoral rights may be appointed to polling committees.

(2) Prior to submitting the proposal for appointing members and deputy members of polling committees in permanent or expanded compositions, the authorised proposer shall obtain from municipal/town administration proof of electoral rights for each person proposed, by having the municipal/town administration affix the stamp onto the written collective proposal for appointing members and deputy members of polling committees, confirming that the proposed persons have electoral rights. 
(3) If a proposed person should not have electoral rights, municipal/town administration shall inform the proposer of that. 
(4) Authorised proposer for members and deputy members in polling committees shall deliver the certificate on electoral right to the Republic Electoral Commission if the member or deputy member of the polling committee is registered into the electoral roll in the territory of another municipality/town or if he has been proposed for a member of the polling committee abroad.

Replacing persons in polling committees  
Article 28 
(1) Replacing persons appointed to polling committees shall be carried out by the Republic Electoral Commission at the request of the authorised proposer.

(2) After delivering the electoral material to the working bodies, the Republic Electoral Commission Coordinator is authorised, at the request of the proposer, to replace a member or deputy member of the polling committee in permanent composition or member of the polling committee in expanded composition, if he is prevented from attending or away. 
(3) A member or deputy member of the polling committee in permanent composition may be replaced by 8 p.m. on 23 April 2016. 
(4) A member of the polling committee in expanded composition may be replaced by 8 p.m. on 22 April. 
(5) Notwithstanding paragraphs 2 through 4 of this Article, authorised proposers may propose to the Coordinator of the Republic Electoral Commission a replacement for the person prevented from making up the composition of the polling committee due to regulatory constraints, by 7 p.m. on 24 April 2016 at the latest. 
(6) Proposal for replacement in a polling committee shall be delivered to the Republic Electoral Commission exclusively through a working body.
Regulatory constraints
Article 29 
(1) The same person may not be a member in two polling committees at the same time.


(2) When appointing and replacing members of the polling committee, the Republic Electoral Commission will take care ex officio of the regulatory constraints referred to in Article 29, paragraph 4 and Article 30, paragraph 2 of the Law on Election of Members of Parliament.

(3) If there is a relationship giving rise to the ban when appointing or replacing members of polling committees, a person who may not be part of the composition of the polling committee shall be determined by applying the following criteria:


1) if a relationship giving rise to the ban exists between the polling committee chairperson and other member or deputy member of the polling committee, a person proposed for the polling committee chairperson will be the one appointed to the polling committee;

2) if a relationship giving rise to the ban exists between persons in the permanent composition of the polling committee, a representative of the proposer whose proposal for appointment was submitted earlier will be appointed to the polling committee;


3) if a relationship giving rise to the ban exists between a member in permanent composition and a member in the expanded composition, the polling committee composition may not include the member in the expanded composition;


4) if a relationship giving rise to the ban exists between a member in the permanent composition and a deputy member in the expanded composition, the polling committee composition may not include the deputy member in the expanded composition;


5) if a relationship giving rise to the ban exists between a deputy member in the permanent composition and a deputy member in the expanded composition, the polling committee composition may not include the deputy member in the expanded composition; 

6) if a relationship giving rise to the ban exists between a deputy member in the permanent composition and a member in the expanded composition, the polling committee composition may not include the member in the expanded composition;


7) if a relationship giving rise to the ban exists between a member and deputy member in the expanded composition, the polling committee composition may not include the deputy member in the expanded composition;

8) if a relationship giving rise to the ban exists between two members in the expanded composition, the polling committee composition may not include a member in the expanded composition who was proposed for the expanded composition of the polling committee at a later moment in time; 


9) if a relationship giving rise to the ban exists between two deputy members in the expanded composition, the polling committee composition may not include the deputy member in the expanded composition who was proposed for the expanded composition of the polling committee at a later moment in time.

(4) The time of proposing members of the polling committee in the permanent and expanded compositions shall be taken to be the time when the working body received the proposal of parliamentary groups or of the submitter of electoral list for the polling station where the relationship giving rise to the ban occurred, which is to be notified to the Republic Electoral Commission or the Republic Electoral Commission Coordinator by the working body. 
III. SUBMITTING ELECTORAL LIST 
Submitter of electoral list
Article 30 
(1) Submitter of electoral list of MP candidates may be a registered political party, group of citizens or coalition of registered political parties (hereinafter: submitter of electoral list). 
(2) Submitter of electoral list may not be coalition made up of a political party and a group of citizens. 
Article 31 
The electoral list of MP candidates (hereinafter: electoral list) shall be submitted on behalf of the political party by the representative of the political party entered into the Register of Political Parties, or the person he has authorised to do so by the Form NPRS-2/16. 
Article 32 
(1) A coalition of registered political parties (hereinafter: a coalition of parties) shall be formed of at least two registered political parties by a written agreement (hereinafter: coalition agreement) to be certified by a public notary, in a court of law or with a municipal administration authority. 
(2) Coalition agreement shall include the name of the coalition of parties, name of the electoral list, and particulars on the person authorised to submit the electoral list. 
(3) If a coalition agreement authorises two persons for submitting the electoral list, then it shall be stated whether the authorised persons must undertake election activities jointly or whether they may act separately. 
(4) Coalition agreement may specify that one of the representatives of the political parties making up a coalition of parties may be a representative of a coalition of parties.

(5) On behalf of the coalition of parties the electoral list shall be submitted by a person authorised to do so in the coalition agreement. 
Article 33 
(1) Group of citizens shall be formed by at least ten voters by way of a written agreement to be certified by a public notary, in a court of law or with a municipal administration authority. 
(2) Agreement on forming a group of citizens shall include the purpose of organising a group of citizens, name of the group of citizens if specified, name of the electoral list, particulars on the persons forming it (name and surname, JMBG, and domicile and address, given according to the particulars from the identity card), and particulars of the person authorised to submit the electoral list. 

 (3) On behalf of the group of citizens the electoral list shall be submitted by a person authorised to submit the electoral list by the agreement on forming the group of citizens.  
Article 34  
The person authorised to submit the electoral list shall be also authorised to perform all other actions related to the election on behalf of the submitted, unless the submitter of electoral list provides otherwise. 
Deadlines for submitting electoral lists 
Article 35 
(1) The electoral list shall be submitted to the Republic Electoral Commission in the National Assembly building in Belgrade, Ulica kralja Milana 14, no later than 12 midnight on 8 April 2016, using the Form NPRS-1/16, and in paper copy and electronic format (CD or DVD).

(2) The contents of the electoral list in paper copy and of the electoral list in electronic format must be identical.

Contents of the electoral list
Article 36 
(1) Electoral list shall include:

1) Name of the submitter of electoral list;
2) Name of the electoral list that may also include the name and surname of the leader of the electoral list (if specified); 
3) Particulars on all MP candidates (ordinal number in the electoral list, name and surname, JMBG, year of birth, occupation, domicile and address of the candidate according to residence certificate);
4) Name and surname and signature of the person submitting the electoral list;
(2) If an electoral list is submitted by a coalition of parties, the electoral list must include for each MP candidate full or abbreviated name of the political party nominating him for an MP.

(3) In the electoral list, among every three candidates listed in sequence in the electoral list (first three places, second three places, and so on to the end of the list) there must be at least one candidate of the gender that is less represented in the electoral list. 
(4) If the electoral list should fail to meet the content requirements referred to in this Article, it shall be deemed to contain flaws as regards proclamation.

(5) Name and surname of an MP candidate belonging to a national minority shall be listed according to Serbian orthography and in Cyrillic script, and in addition it may also be listed according to the orthography and in the script of the national minority he belongs to.  
Name of the submitter of electoral list 
Article 37 
(1) If an electoral list is submitted by a political party, the electoral list shall include the name of such political party, as the submitter of electoral list, according to its name in the act on registration of the political party.
(2) If an electoral list is submitted by a coalition of parties, the electoral list shall include as the submitter’s name the name of the coalition of parties as referred to in the agreement on forming the coalition of parties, and the submitter’s name must have an indication “Coalition” at the beginning of the name. 
(3) If an electoral list is submitted by a group of citizens, the submitter’s name must have the indication “Group of Citizens” at the beginning. 
(4) If a group of citizens has a name, the electoral list shall include as the submitter’s name, after the words “Group of Citizens”, the name as referred to in the agreement on forming the group of citizens. 
(5) The name of the group of citizens may not include the word “party” in any grammatical case, or the name of a registered political party, which includes also the abbreviated name of a registered political party. 
Electoral list name 

Article 38 
(1) If an electoral list is submitted by a political party, the name of electoral list must include the name of the political party as referred to in the act on registration. 
(2) Name of the electoral list may include also the name and surname of one person, as the leader of the electoral list, with his written consent which is granted in the Form NPRS-3/16.

Article 39 
(1) If an electoral list is submitted by a coalition of parties, name of the electoral list shall include the name designated by the agreement on forming that coalition of parties.
(2) Name of coalition electoral list may include the names of two persons as leaders of the electoral list at the most, with their written consent granted in the Form NPRS-3/16.
Article 40 
(1) If an electoral list is submitted by a group of citizens, name of the electoral list shall include the name designated by the agreement on forming that group of citizens.

(2) Name of the electoral list of a group of citizens may include the name and surname of one person, as the leader of the electoral list, with his written consent which is granted in the Form NPRS-3/16.

(3) Name of the electoral list of a group of citizens may not include the word “party” in any grammatical case, or the name of a registered political party, which includes also the abbreviated name of a registered political party. 
Documentation to be enclosed to the electoral list 

Article 41
(1) The following documentation shall be enclosed to the electoral list:

1) Authorisation of the person authorised by the political party representative to submit the electoral list, in the Form NPRS-2/16;

2) Consent of the leader of the electoral list (if designated) to be the leader of electoral list, in the Form NPRS-3/16;

3) Statement by each of the MP candidates on accepting MP candidacy, in the Form NPRS-4/16;

4) Certificate on electoral right, not older than six months, for each of the MP candidates, in the form provided by the competent authority; 
5) Residence certificate, not older than six months, for each of the MP candidates, in the form provided by the competent authority;

6) Citizenship certificate, not older than six months for each of the MP candidates, in the form provided by the competent authority;

7) List of voters supporting the electoral list, arranged by the voters’ surnames given in Cyrillic alphabetical order, compiled in the Form NPRS-5/16 in Excel program, published on the website of the Republic Electoral Commission www.rik.parlament.gov.rs; the list is to be submitted in paper copy and electronic format (CD or DVD), in such way that the list in both forms is identical;

8) At least 10,000 certified statements of the voters supporting the electoral list, arranged by the voters’ surnames given in Cyrillic alphabetical order, in the Form NPRS-6/2016; 
9) Certified agreement on forming a coalition of parties or on forming a group of citizens, if the electoral list is submitted by a coalition of parties or a group of citizens;

10) Certificate on electoral rights, not older than six months, for each person forming a group of citizens, in the form provided by the competent authority, if the electoral list is submitted by a group of citizens.

(2) Documents referred to in paragraph 1, points 4), 5), 6) and 10) of this Article are to be submitted as originals or certified photocopies. 
(3) Signatures of the voters supporting the electoral list in the Form NPRS-6/2016 shall be certified by a public notary or in a court of law. 
Article 42 
(1) When submitting the electoral list, the submitter of electoral list wishing to acquire the status of a political party of a national minority or a coalition of political parties of national minorities, shall submit to the Republic Electoral Commission also the following:


1) Written proposal that a status of a political party of a national minority or a coalition of political parties of national minorities should be granted to him when the electoral list is proclaimed;

2) Program and statute of the political party, certified in accordance with Article 26, paragraph 5 of the Law on Political Parties (“RS Official Gazette” Nos 36/09 and 61/15 – Constitutional Court Decision);

3) Other evidence on political activities aimed at presenting and representing the interests of the national minority and protection and promotion of the national minority members’ rights. 
(2) Coalition of parties may acquire the status of a coalition of political parties of national minorities if each of the political parties forming the coalition meets the requirements for being granted the status of political party of a national minority.

(3) The Republic Electoral Commission shall decide on whether the submitter of electoral list has the status of a political party of a national minority or a coalition of political parties of national minorities when proclaiming the electoral list, based on the examination of the program and statue and political activities of a political party or political parties submitting the electoral list.

Article 43 
(1) When submitting the electoral list, the submitter of electoral list wishing to use funds from public sources to finance the election campaign shall submit a written statement to the Republic Electoral Commission that he will be using funds from public sources for covering the costs of the election campaign. 
(2) After the electoral list is proclaimed, the Republic Electoral Commission shall deliver the statement of the submitter of electoral list along with the decision on proclaiming the electoral list to the Ministry of Finance without delay. 
IV. COLLECTIVE ELECTORAL LIST 
Article 44
(1) Collective electoral list shall include all electoral lists, with names of all the candidates and particulars on year of birth, occupation and residence of each of the candidates.

(2) The sequence of electoral lists in the collective electoral list shall be determined according to the sequence wherein they were proclaimed. 
(3) Republic Electoral Commission shall determine and publish the collective electoral list of MP candidates in the “Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia” no later than 12 midnight on 13 April 2016. 
V. POLLING STATIONS 

Competence for determining polling stations
Article 45 
(1) Republic Electoral Commission shall determine and publish in the “Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia” the polling stations where the votes will be cast for the election of MPs, based on the proposals of municipal/town administrations and administrations of city municipalities of the City of Belgrade. 
(2) The proposals referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article shall be delivered to the municipal/town administrations and administrations of city municipalities of the City of Belgrade no later than 16 March 2016. 
(3) Polling stations within the institutions for execution of penitentiary sanctions shall be determined based on the proposal of the Ministry of Justice, and polling stations abroad shall be determined based on the proposal of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, to be delivered to the Republic Electoral Commission no later than 31 March 2016. 

(4) Decision on determining the polling stations where the votes will be cast for the election of MPs shall be issued by the Republic Electoral Commission no later than 12 midnight on 3 April 2016. 
Article 46 
The Republic Electoral Commission, in cooperation with the Ministry of Defence and municipal/town administrations, shall determine at which pre-defined polling stations the voters who are serving the military, participating in a military exercise, or being educated in the units or institutions of the Serbian Armed Forces, will cast their vote. 
Manner of determining polling stations
Article 47 
(1) Polling stations shall be determined taking into account the number of voters and spatial distance, so that voting can take place from 7 a.m. to 8 p.m. with no difficulty. 
(2) A polling station shall be determined for casting the vote by at most 2,500 and at least 100 voters. 
(3) In exceptional cases, a polling station may be determined also for fewer than 100 voters, if, due to spatial distance or unfavourable geographical position, the inhabitants of that place would find it significantly more difficult to vote at another polling station.

(4) A polling station may cover a part of an inhabited place, one inhabited place or several inhabited places. 
(5) The following shall be determined for each polling station: the polling station number, name of the polling station, address of the polling station, and area from which the voters cast their vote at that polling station (street, village, hamlet, settlement, etc.).

Article 48 
(1) As a rule, premises in publicly owned buildings are determined for polling stations, and only in exceptional cases also premises in privately owned buildings.

(2) Proposal by municipal/town administration that a polling station is to be in a privately owned building must be argumented.

(3) Premises in a religious building, a building owned by a political party or a building used by a political party, as well as a building owned by an MP candidate or a member of his family, may not be determined for a polling station.

(4) When determining a polling station care shall be taken that it is accessible to persons with disabilities.
Polling station set-up 
Article 49 
(1) Municipal/town administration or administration of a city municipality of the City of Belgrade shall ensure in a timely manner that the premises determined to be polling stations are ready and open for voting. 
(2) The room for voting must have a layout that allows unhindered casting of votes.

(3) The following shall be visibly displayed at a polling station: the number and name of the polling station, national flag of the Republic of Serbia, collective electoral list of MP candidates, and an excerpt from the decision on determining polling stations.

(4) At the polling station and within 50 metres from the polling station it is prohibited to display the symbols of submitters of electoral lists (political parties, coalitions of political parties, groups of citizens) and other election promotional material. 
(5) The polling committee will provide to the persons monitoring the work of the polling committee (observers) an appropriate place from which they can monitor the casting of votes and determining the voting results. 
VI. SINGLE ELECTORAL ROLL
Registration in the single electoral roll
Article 50 
(1) Persons meeting the general requirements for acquiring voting rights shall be registered in the single electoral roll (hereinafter: electoral roll), and after the decision is made to cal the election, also underage persons who will acquire voting rights no later than on the election day.

(2) Before closing the electoral roll at 12 midnight on 8 April 2016, the voters not registered in the electoral roll shall be registered by municipal/town administration competent according to the place of the voter’s registered residence.

(3) From the closing of the electoral roll i.e. from 9 April 2016, till 12 midnight on 20 April 2016, or up to 72 hours prior to the election day, the voters shall be registered into the electoral roll by the Ministry of Public Administration and Local Self-Government.

(4) A voter with residence abroad who is not registered in the electoral roll may apply for registration to the competent municipal/town administration, directly or through a diplomatic and consular representative office. 
Changes in the electoral roll
Article 51
(1) Changes in the electoral roll (striking off the electoral roll, or modifying, supplementing or correcting information about a voter) shall be carried out by the municipal/town administration by the time the electoral roll is closed at 12 midnight on 8 April 2016.

(2) After the electoral roll is closed, i.e. from 9 April 2016, changes in the electoral roll shall be carried out by the Ministry of Public Administration and Local Self-Government.

Voting according to place of residence in Serbia 
Article 52 
(1) A voter may file an application for registering in the electoral roll the information that at the upcoming election for MPs he will vote according to the place of residence in Serbia.

(2) The application referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article shall be submitted to the municipal/town administration in whose territory the voter has residence no later than five days prior to the date the electoral roll is closed, i.e. by 2 April 2016.

Voting according to place of residence abroad
Article 53 
(1) A voter with place of residence abroad may file an application for registering in the electoral roll the information that at the upcoming election for MPs he will vote abroad.

(2) The application referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article shall be submitted to the diplomatic and consular representative office. 
(3) The received application referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article shall be delivered without delay by the diplomatic and consular representative office to the municipal/town administration according to the place of registered residence of the voter.
(4) The application referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article may also be submitted by the voter directly to the municipal/town administration where he has his residence registered. 
(5) The municipal/town administration shall act on the applications referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article received no later than five days before the day the electoral roll is closed, i.e. by 2 April 2016. 
Closing the electoral roll 
Article 54 
(1) On 8 April 2016 the Ministry of Public Administration and Local Self-Government closes the electoral roll by way of the decision, and the decision determines the total number of voters in the Republic of Serbia in each local self-government unit and at each of the polling stations where votes will be cast. 

(2) Total number of voters shall include voters registered in the electoral roll according to polling stations determined by the decision of the Republic Electoral Commission.

(3) On the day the electoral roll is closed, the Working group of the Republic Electoral Commission for normative affairs will examine the electoral roll on the premises of the Ministry of Public Administration and Local Self-Government.


(4) The Ministry of Public Administration and Local Self-Government shall deliver to the Republic Electoral Commission the decision on closing the electoral roll within 24 hours of the closing of the electoral roll, and no later than 12 midnight on 9 April 2016. 
Publishing total number of voters
Article 55 
On receiving the decision on closing the electoral roll, the Republic Electoral Commission shall immediately publish in the “Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia” the total number of voters in the Republic of Serbia. 
Delivering excerpts and special excerpts from the electoral roll
Article 56 
The Ministry of Public Administration and Local Self-Government shall compile and certify printed excerpts from the electoral roll sorted per local self-government units and polling stations in Serbia and abroad, as well as special excerpts from the electoral roll for voting of the voters serving the military, participating in the military exercise or being education in the units or institutions of the Serbian Armed Forces, or for voting of the voters currently subject to penitentiary sanctions, and shall deliver them to the Republic Electoral Commission no later than 12 midnight on 10 April 2016.  
Delivering decisions on later changes in the electoral roll
Article 57 
(1) The Ministry of Public Administration and Local Self-Government shall deliver to the Republic Electoral Commission all the decisions serving as basis for the changes in the electoral roll, which are to include the indication of the polling station where the voter will cast his vote, and which it issued after the closing of the electoral roll, i.e. from 8 to 12 midnight on 20 April 2016. 

(2) If the decision referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article should change the polling station where the voter will cast his vote, such decision shall have to include the indication also of the polling station from which the voter is struck off and the indication of the polling station for which the voter is being registered. 
Article 58 
(1) The Republic Electoral Commission, based on the decision giving rise to changes in the electoral roll, shall enter changes into the excerpts from the electoral roll or into special excerpts from the electoral roll, taking into account only the decisions received no later than 12 midnight on 21 April 2016.

(2) Changes shall be entered into an excerpt from the electoral roll, or into a special excerpt from the electoral roll, according to the information given in the decision used as basis for changes in the electoral roll, starting from ordinal number 1, on a separate page, under the title “Additional changes”. 
Determining and publishing the final number of voters
Article 59 
Immediately after entering the changes into the excerpts from the electoral roll, the Republic Electoral Commission shall determine and publish in the “Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia” the final number of voters in the Republic of Serbia, in each of the local self-government units and at each of the polling stations. 
VII. NOTIFICATION ON THE ELECTION DATE AND TIME 
Article 60 
(1) Notifications to voters in the Republic of Serbia on the date and time of holding the election for MPs, with the number and address of the polling station where the voter casts his vote and the number of his registration in the excerpt from the electoral roll, shall be delivered by municipal/town administration.
(2) The notifications referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article to the voters for whom the electoral roll states the information that they will cast their vote at the election for MPs according to their place of residence abroad, shall be delivered through the Ministry of Foreign Affairs.

(3) Delivery of the notifications referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article shall take place no later than five days prior to the date of holding the election, i.e. by 18 April 2016.

VIII. DELIVERING ELECTORAL MATERIAL TO POLLING COMMITTEES PRIOR TO VOTING 
Providing electoral material
Article 61
(1) Electoral material for conducting the election for MPs shall be provided by the Republic Electoral Commission.

(2) The municipal/town administration shall deliver, in a timely manner, to each polling committee, including a polling committee in an institution for execution of penitentiary sanctions, the following:

1) a ballot box;

2) two sets of screens for ensuring the secret ballot;

3) two spray bottles for marking voters’ fingers; 
4) two UV lamps;

5) a bag for placing electoral material;

6) writing implements; 
7) kit for sealing ballot boxes and other electoral material (stamp and sealing wax);

8) envelopes for placing ballot papers;
9) forms of certificates on electoral right for casting a vote outside of the polling station (Form NPRS-10/16);
10) form for registering attendance at the polling station for members and deputy members of the polling committee in permanent composition;
11) form for registering attendance at the polling station members and deputy members of the polling committee in expanded composition;
12) authorisations for observers allowing them to monitor the work of polling committees;

13) other supplies (batteries, pens, a ruler, etc.).

(3) The material referred to in paragraph 2, points 1) through 4) of this Article for the polling stations abroad shall be provided by the Republic Electoral Commission.

(4) The material referred to in paragraph 2, points 9) through 12) of this Article shall be delivered by the Republic Electoral Commission through a working body to the municipal/town administration, which then reproduces them into a needed number of copies. 
(5) Municipal/town administrations, administrations of city municipalities of the City of Belgrade, Ministry of Justice and the Ministry of Foreign Affairs shall provide in a timely manner the premises for secure keeping of electoral material and take care that the venue determined for a polling station be set up in the manner laid down by the Law on Election of Members of Parliament and these Instructions, and be open for voting.

Article 62 
The Republic Electoral Commission, through a working body, shall deliver to each of the polling committees the following electoral material:

1) Collective electoral list of MP candidates;

2) Decision on determining the polling station (excerpt);

3) Decision on forming the polling committee in permanent composition;

4) Decision on appointing members of the polling committee in expanded composition;

5) Excerpt from the electoral roll for casting the vote at the polling station, or a special excerpt from the electoral roll of voters casting the vote in the institution for execution of penitentiary sanctions, or excerpt from the electoral roll casting the vote of voters abroad; 
6) Special excerpt from the electoral roll, if the voters serving the military, participating in a military exercise, or being educated in the units or institutions of the Serbian Armed Forces, will also cast their vote at the polling station;

7) Required number of ballot papers (Form NPRS-8/16), corresponding to the number of voters registered in the excerpts referred to in points 5) and 6) of this Article;

8) Control slip for checking the regularity of the ballot box (Form NPRS-9/16);

9) Form of protocol on the work of the polling committee at conducting the vote and determining the results of voting for election of members of the National Assembly (hereinafter: protocol on the work of the polling committee), in six copies (Form NPRS-14/16); 
10) Rules on the work of polling committees;

11) National flag of the Republic of Serbia.

Delivery of electoral material through a working body
Article 63 
(1) The printed electoral material shall be taken from the authorised printer by the Republic Electoral Commission Coordinator on 20 April 2016. 
(2) Notwithstanding paragraph 1 of this Article, the electoral material for conducting the election abroad, shall be taken by the Republic Electoral Commission Coordinator on 18 April 2016. 
(3) The electoral material provided by the Republic Electoral Commission shall be delivered by the Republic Electoral Commission Coordinator to the working body at the central registered office of the administrative district, and to the working bodies of city municipalities of the City of Belgrade on the premises of the authorised printer.

(4) The delivery referred to in paragraph 3 of this Article shall be performed no later than 12 midnight on 20 April 2016. The completed delivery and receipt of the electoral material shall be covered by a protocol prepared in the Form NPRS-11/16.

(5) The working body shall deliver the received electoral material, along with the material provided by the municipal/town administration (ballot boxes, screens to ensure the secret ballot, writing implements, kit for sealing the ballot boxes and other electoral material, spray bottles, UV lamps, envelopes for placing ballot papers, etc.), to the polling committees, at the central registered office of the municipality/town, no later than 12 midnight on 21 April 2016. The completed delivery and receipt of the electoral material shall be covered by a protocol prepared in the Form NPRS-12/16. 
Delivery of electoral material directly to polling committees
Article 64 
(1) The Republic Electoral Commission Coordinator shall deliver the electoral material directly to the polling committees for casting votes abroad, at the central office of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs on 18 April 2016. The completed delivery and receipt of the electoral material shall be covered by a protocol prepared in the Form NPRS-13/16.

(2) The polling committee shall transfer the electoral material to the polling station abroad in the way used for a diplomatic consignment, and which ensures the safety of electoral material. 
IX. DELIVERING ELECTORAL MATERIAL TO THE REPUBLIC ELECTORAL COMMISSION AFTER VOTING 
Delivering electoral material through a working body
Article 65 
(1) After determining the results of voting at the polling station, the polling committee shall deliver to the working body in the building of the municipality/town without delay the following electoral material:

1) the first copy of the protocol on the polling committee work; 
2) an excerpt from the electoral roll according to which votes were cast at the polling station; 
3) a special excerpt from the electoral roll, if the voters serving the military, participating in a military exercise, or being educated in the units or institutions of the Serbian Armed Forces, cast their vote as well at the polling station; 
4) a sealed envelope containing the control slip for checking the regularity of the ballot box;
5) a sealed envelope containing unused ballot papers;
6) a sealed envelope containing invalid ballot papers;
7) a sealed envelope containing valid ballot papers;
8) a sealed envelope containing signed certificates on electoral rights for casting votes outside of the polling station. 
(2) The delivery and receipt referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article shall be covered by a protocol prepared in the Form NPRS-15/16. 
(3) When delivering the electoral material to the working body after voting, the polling committee shall deliver to the municipal/town administration completed forms for registering attendance at the polling station for members and deputy members of the polling committee in permanent or expanded compositions.

(4) The working body shall put together and present, separately from other electoral material, the protocol on the polling committee work, excerpt from the electoral roll, and certificates on electoral rights for casting votes outside of the polling station. 
(5) After receiving the electoral material from all the polling committees, the working body shall immediately deliver the received electoral material to the Republic Electoral Commission Coordinator at the central office of the administrate district, which shall be covered by a protocol prepared in the Form NPRS-16/16.

(6) Working bodies of city municipalities of the City of Belgrade shall deliver the electoral material received from all the polling committees to the Republic Electoral Commission Coordinator in the National Assembly building in Belgrade, Ulica kralja Milana 14, which shall be covered by a protocol prepared in the Form NPRS-16/16).

Delivering electoral material directly to Republic Electoral Commission Coordinator
Article 66 
(1) After voting abroad, the polling committee shall, without delay, transfer the electoral material from the polling station abroad into the Republic of Serbia in the way used for delivering diplomatic consignments, and the electoral material referred to in Article 65, paragraph 1 of these Instructions, shall be delivered directly to the Republic Electoral Commission Coordinator on the premises of the Republic Electoral Commission in the National Assembly building in Belgrade, Ulica kralja Milana 14, which shall be covered by a protocol prepared in the Form NPRS-17/16.

(2) The completed forms for registering attendance at the polling station of members and deputy members of the polling committee in permanent or expanded compositions shall be delivered by the polling committee to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs.

X.  STANDARDS FOR ELECTORAL MATERIAL 
Ballot papers 
Article 67  
(1) The number of ballot papers to be printed must be equal to the number of voters registered in the electoral roll. 
(2) The Republic Electoral Commission, by way of the decision published in the “Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia“, shall determine the number of ballot papers to be printed, as well as the number of spare ballot papers, which may not be larger than 0.5% of the total number of voters.

(3) The Republic Electoral Commission shall regulate the text, form and design of ballot papers.

Use of languages and scripts 
Article 68 
(1) The text of the ballot paper and other electoral material for conducting the election shall be printed in the Serbian language in the Cyrillic script. 
(2) In municipalities/towns where, on the day the election is called, a national minority language is in official use, the text of the collective electoral list, text of the ballot paper and text of the form of the protocol on the polling committee work shall be printed in the Serbian language in the Cyrillic script, and below that text, the text in the language and script of the national minority shall be printed, in the same form and with the same size letters. 
(3) If, on the day the election is called, several languages of national minorities are in official use in the municipality/town, the text in the languages of the national minorities shall be written after the text in the Serbian language, arranged in the Cyrillic alphabetical order of the names of the languages of national minorities. 
Preparation for printing ballot papers 
Article 69 
(1) After making a decision on the text and design of the ballot papers, the Republic Electoral Commission shall prepare a sample of the ballot paper, to be certified by the Chairperson of the Republic Electoral Commission by his signature and stamp of the Republic Electoral Commission. 
(2) Based on the certified sample of the ballot paper, the printing firm prepares the printing plates. 

(3) The printing process starts with placing printing plates into the printing machines in the presence of authorised representatives of the Republic Electoral Commission and representatives of submitters of electoral lists. 

(4) After the printing machines are started, the first copies of ballot papers shall be destroyed on the spot until a ballot paper is printed that meets all the optimum graphic standards. 

(5) The first printed ballot paper that meets the optimum graphic standards shall be compared with the certified sample of the ballot paper by the Chairperson of the Republic Electoral Commission. 

(6) After determining that the printed copy of the ballot paper is identical to the certified sample, the Republic Electoral Commission Chairperson by way of his signature approves the printing of ballot papers in the defined number of copies. 

(7) Immediately after the end of printing, the commission made up of the representatives of the Republic Electoral Commission, of submitters of electoral lists and of the printing firm shall destroy the computer preparation for creating printing plates and the printing plates as well. 
(8) The destruction of computer preparation and the printing plates shall be covered by a protocol, and the destroyed printing plates shall be turned over to the Republic Electoral Commission. 
Supervising the ballot papers printing, delivery and receipt 
Article 70 
(1) Ballot papers printing shall be supervised by the Republic Electoral Commission.

(2) The Republic Electoral Commission shall allow the printing of ballot papers to be made public.

(3) Representatives of the submitters of electoral lists shall be entitled to be present during printing, counting and packaging of ballot papers and delivery of ballot papers to the Republic Electoral Commission, to the working bodies, or municipal/town electoral commissions and polling committees. 
(4) The Republic Electoral Commission shall inform in a timely manner the submitters of electoral lists that their representatives shall be entitled to be present during printing, counting, packaging and delivery of ballot papers, as well as provide information on venues of such actions and when they start. 
(5) The authorised person of the submitter of electoral list shall deliver to the Republic Electoral Commission the notification in writing about the persons who will be present during printing, counting and packaging the ballot papers, where for each of the persons their name and surname, JMBG and mobile telephone number shall be given.  
(6) Representatives of submitters of electoral lists present at the delivery of ballot papers to the Republic Electoral Commission and delivery to and receipt of ballot papers by the working bodies, or polling committees, must have an authorisation for presence during the said actions, which authorisation shall include the name and surname or the representative, his JMBG and mobile telephone number.

Ballot box 
Article 71 
For casting votes at the election for MPs the ballot boxes made according to the Instructions on ballot box design and dimensions (“RS Official Gazette“, No 42/00). 
Spray for marking voters’ fingers 
Article 72 
Marking the voters’ fingers as a sign that the voter has cast his vote shall be carried out by spraying special insoluble UV ink, visible under special light of a UV lamp. 
XI. STATISTICAL DATA PROCESSING 
Article 73  
 (1) The Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia shall designate a person who will, after voting ends, be present during the delivery and receipt of electoral material between polling committees and working bodies, or municipal/town electoral commissions and electoral commission of the city municipality of the City of Belgrade, and perform logical-calculation control of the data in protocols on the work of polling committees, as well as prepare data on preliminary election results.

(2) Based on the protocol of work of the polling committees supplied by the Republic Electoral Commission, the Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia shall perform statistical data processing for the election results.

(3) Statistical data processing for the election results shall be performed in the National Assembly building in Belgrade, Ulica kralja Milana 14. 
(4) Submitters of electoral lists shall be entitled to be present during the statistical data processing for the election results. 

(5) The authorised person of the submitter of electoral list shall deliver to the Republic Electoral Commission in writing the notification about the person who will be present during statistical data processing for the election results, supplying the particulars of the person who will be present during the processing, as follows: name and surname, residence and address, and unique citizen registration number.

XII. MONITORING WORK OF AUTHORITIES CONDUCTING THE ELECTION
National observers 
Article 74 
(1) Interested registered associations whose goals and objectives lie within the election sphere, wishing to monitor the work of authorities conducting the election for MPs shall submit an application to the Republic Electoral Commission by 18 April 2016, in the Form NPRS-18/16.

(2) The excerpt from the Register of Associations and the list of persons applying for observers of the work of authorities in conducting the election for MPs (national observers), in the Form NPRS-19/16, shall be enclosed to the application to monitor the work of authorities conducting the election. 
(3) An association may put forward for an observer only a citizen of the Republic of Serbia who is of age. 
(4) An association may not put forward for observers an MP candidate or a member of authorities and bodies involved in conducting the election for MPs. 
(5) For monitoring the work of the Republic Electoral Commission, an association may put forward two observers at the most.

(6) For monitoring the work of a specific polling committee, an association may put forward one observer at the most, whereas one observer may be put forward for monitoring the work of several polling committees.

(7) Meeting the requirements for monitoring the work of authorities related to conducting the election of MPs shall be determined at the sitting of the Republic Electoral Commission, based on the report of the Republic Electoral Commission Working Group for observers.
Foreign observers
Article 75 
(1) Interested international and foreign organisations and associations wishing to monitor the work of authorities related to conducting the election for MPs shall submit an application to the Republic Electoral Commission by 13 April 2016, in the Form NPRS-20/16. 
(2) The list of persons put forward for observers of the work of authorities related to conducting the election for MPs (foreign observers), as well as the list of interpreters who will accompany the observers put forward, in the Form NPRS-21/16, shall be enclosed to the application.  
(3) The application and the list of observers shall be delivered without delay by the Republic Electoral Commission to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, which shall provide their opinion on the application to the Republic Electoral Commission within three days of the date such application was received. 
(4) If the opinion of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs is a positive one, the Republic Electoral Commission Working group for observers will submit a report at the sitting of the Republic Electoral Commission.

(5) Meeting the requirements for foreign observers to monitor the work of authorities related to conducting the election of MPs shall be determined by the Chair at the sitting of the Republic Electoral Commission, based on the report of the Republic Electoral Commission Working Group for observers.

Article 76 
(1) Interested representatives of foreign countries wishing to monitor the work of polling committees shall submit an application to the Republic Electoral Commission through the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, by 13 April 2016, in the Form NPRS-20/16. 
(2) The list of persons put forward for observers of the work of polling committees related to conducting the election for MPs (foreign observers), as well as the list of interpreters who will accompany the observers put forward, in the Form NPRS-21/16, shall be enclosed to the application.

(3) The Ministry of Foreign Affairs shall forward the application and the list of foreign observers along with their opinion to the Republic Electoral Commission within three days of the date such application was received. 
(4) If the opinion of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs is a positive one, the Republic Electoral Commission Working group for observers will submit a report at the sitting of the Republic Electoral Commission.

(5) Meeting the requirements for foreign observers to monitor the work of authorities related to conducting the election of MPs shall be determined by the Chair at the sitting of the Republic Electoral Commission, based on the report of the Republic Electoral Commission Working group for observers.

Authorisation and accreditations 
Article 77 

(1) On determining that the requirements for monitoring the work of authorities related to conducting the election for MPs are met, the Republic Electoral Commission shall issue to the applicant the relevant authorisation, and to national and foreign observers and interpreters the relevant accreditations, which shall include the necessary particulars from the list enclosed to the application.

(2) The costs of monitoring the work of authorities related to conducting the election for MPs shall be borne by the applicants whose observers are monitoring the election. 
Position of observers 

Article 78 
(1) Observers, as well as interpreters accompanying them, shall wear their accreditations in a visible place.  

(2) Authorities for conducting the election for MPs shall allow observers and interpreters accompanying them to monitor every electoral action without any impediment. 
(3) The interpreter shall have no right to be present at the polling station without the observer(s) he is accompanying. 
(4) The Republic Electoral Commission and polling committees shall state the attendance of observers in the protocols on their work. 
Article 79 
(1) Observers of the work of the Republic Electoral Commission at the registered office of the Republic Electoral Commission shall act within the authorisation granted by the Republic Electoral Commission. 

(2) Observers of the work of the polling committee shall act in accordance with the rules for keeping the peace and order at the polling station.

(3) A polling committee may remove an observer from the polling station if the observer should fail to comply with the rules on keeping the peace and order at the polling station, if he uses a mobile telephone or other means of signalling and communication at the polling station, and especially if he in any way interferes with the work of the polling committee. 

(4) Polling committee shall immediately inform the Republic Electoral Commission, through a working body, of the removal of observers and the reasons for such removal. 
(5) The Republic Electoral Commission may revoke the accreditation of the observer if the observer should not behave in compliance with his authorisation. 
XIII. FUNDS FOR CONDUCTING THE ELECTION
Article 80 
(1) Funds for conducting the election provided in the budget of the Republic of Serbia for 2016 according to the financial plan of the sum of costs specified by the Republic Electoral Commission, may be used for:

1) procuring, printing and translating the electoral material;
2) fees for members of the Republic Electoral Commission in permanent and expanded compositions;
3) fees for members of polling committees in permanent and expanded compositions;
4) fees for working body members;
5) fees for municipal/town administrations for performing tasks specified by these Instructions; 
6) fees for employees in the National Assembly Service and for other persons engaged to perform professional and other tasks related to conducting the election for the Republic Electoral Commission;
7) compensations for official travel of the Republic Electoral Commission Chairperson and members and their deputies, as well as employees in the National Assembly Service and other persons engaged in connection with conducting the election, in accordance with applicable regulations;
8) procuring office supplies and other disposables;
9) transportation, postal, telegraph and telephone services (PTT), catering and other services.

(2) Persons to issue orders for disposing of funds shall be the Chairperson of the Republic Electoral Commission and Secretary of the Republic Electoral Commission.

XIV. FORMS FOR CONDUCTING SPECIFIC ELECTORAL ACTIVITIES
Article 81 
(1) Specific activities in conducting the election for MPs will be performed according to the forms that make up an integral part of these Instructions:

1) Electoral list of candidates for members of the National Assembly (Form NPRS-1/16);

2) Authorisation to submit on behalf of a political party the electoral list of candidates for members of the National Assembly (Form NPRS-2/16);

3) Consent of the leader of electoral list to be the leader of electoral list of candidates for members of the National Assembly (Form NPRS-3/16);

4) Statement accepting the candidacy for a member of the National Assembly (Form NPRS-4/16);

5) List of voters supporting by their signatures the electoral list of candidates for members of the National Assembly (Form NPRS-5/16);

6) Statement of voter supporting the electoral list of candidates for members of the National Assembly (Form NPRS-6/2016);

7) Decision on determining the collective electoral list of candidates for members of the National Assembly (Form NPRS-7/16);

8) Ballot paper for electing members of the National Assembly (Form NPRS-8/16);

9) Control slip for verifying the regularity of the ballot box (Form NPRS-9/16);

10) Certificate on electoral right for casting votes outside of the polling station (Form NPRS-10/16); 
11) Protocol on delivery and receipt of electoral material prior to voting between the Republic Electoral Commission Coordinator and working body (Form NPRS-11/16); 
12) Protocol on delivery and receipt of electoral material prior to voting between the working body and the polling committee (Form NPRS-12/16);

13) Protocol on delivery and receipt of electoral material prior to voting between the Republic Electoral Commission Coordinator and the polling committee abroad (Form NPRS-13/16);

14) Protocol on the polling committee work for conducting voting and determining the results of voting for the election of members of the National Assembly (Form NPRS-14/16);

15) Protocol on delivery and receipt of electoral material after voting between the polling committee and working body (Form NPRS-15/16);

16) Protocol on delivery and receipt of electoral material after voting between the working body and Republic Electoral Commission Coordinator (Form NPRS-16/16);

17) Protocol on delivery and receipt of electoral material after voting between the polling committee abroad and Republic Electoral Commission Coordinator (NP-17/16); 

18) Application for national observers for monitoring the work of authorities for conducting the election for MPs (Form NPRS-18/16);

19) List of persons put forward for national observers of the work of authorities for conducting the election for MPs (Form NPRS-19/16); 
20) Application for foreign observers for monitoring the work of authorities for conducting the election for MPs (Form NPRS-20/16); 
21) List of persons put forward for foreign observers of the work of authorities for conducting the election for MPs (Form NPRS-21/16); 
22) Protocol on the work of the Republic Electoral Commission for determining the results of the election for Members of the National Assembly (Form NPRS-22/16); 
23) Certificate on election for a Member of the National Assembly (Form NPRS-23/16). 
XV. FINAL PROVISIONS
Article 82 
On coming into force of these Instructions, the Instructions for conducting the election for members of the National Assembly called for 16 March 2014 (“RS Official Gazette" No 12/14) shall cease to apply. 
Article 83 
These Instructions shall come into force on the day of the publication thereof in the “Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia”.
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
